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The Fifth Annual Authorized Representatives and Producers Meeting
was held at the San Juan Marriot Hotel and Casino in January 2007.
More than 400 authorized representatives and producers gathered to
learn about MAPFRE’s results and plans. During this event, the presti-
gious "Trébol de Oro” award was granted to Melvin Ramos Biaggi.

The “Trébol de Oro” is the most important prize awarded by MAPFRE
PUERTO RICO to acknowledge excellence in service and consistent
loyalty to MAPFRE throughout the recipient’s career. It was created and

given for the first time in 2003.
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The “Instituto de Seguridad Vial de la FUNDACION MAPFRE” (High-
way Safety Institute — MAPFRE Foundation) is a non-profit, social cor-
porate responsibility project that experienced a year full of events and
educational activities. ISV’s main goal is to reduce the number of acci-
dents on Puerto Rico’s roadways, carrying this message through its 17
signed alliances with various entities and municipalities. In conjunction
with these alliances, the Institute offers programs, short seminars and
educational activities for a variety of audiences.

The ISV coordinated “La Calle Grita,” an international graphic humor ex-
position, featuring pieces on traffic safety, which was exhibited at Museo
de San Juan and later relocated to the Capitolio. Through more than
200 cartoon pieces, artists from 40 different countries illustrated road
safety problems affecting populations around the world. To complement
this international exhibition, professional and amateur artists were in-
vited to participate in a local contest, resulting in 60 cartoon pieces on
local road safety issues that are now owned by the Highway Safety In-
stitute in Puerto Rico. As part of “La Calle Grita,” the Institute conducted
workshops, lectures and interactive chats for children, youth, adults and
seniors.

To end a very active year, Puerto Rico joined Spain and seven other
Latin American countries in an international road safety initiative called
“Vive para Cumplirlo.” As part of this event, the Institute participated in
a local Urban Culture Fair and coordinated “Futuros Alternos,” a music
concert held at Old San Juan’s San José Plaza. This concert was very
effective in providing an alternative way of bringing road safety mes-
sages to young people, one of the groups at highest risk on the roads.
